Swearing and slang in Halacha

1. The concept
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Our Rabbis taught that anyone who m’navels peh even if they were decreed 70 good
years it is overturned to bad years... therefore anyone who does so it is considered a
grievous sin and he is considered abominable- because he has left his shame and
modesty which are characteristics of a holy people and instead went on the path of
the brazen faced which are those despicable individuals and secondly he has become
a Hillul Hashem...he behaved in a ways of disgusting fools and distanced himself
from the way of logic which is all good and even pleasant... and behold he has
desecrated the tool that is his intellect which is the most prized of all possessions...
and one who listens to such talk is also punished harshly because he did not block
his ears nor did he separate himself from the disgusting talk.

2. Content of the talk
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Rabbi Chanan bar Rava said everyone knows why a bride goes under the chupah,
but anyone who m’navels peh even if 70 years of goodness were decreed for him it is
turned over to be bad.

3. Words used in the conversation even if the conversation if fine

3.1 Objectively bad words
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Our Rabbis taught that a person should never allow anyone disgusting to come out
of his mouth, just as the Torah when out of its way to add 8 letters to prevent from
saying something unbefitting- as it says “ and from the animal that is not Tahor”,
because at that time even a Tamei animal was allowed to be eaten but not allowed
for sacrifices, therefore it would be unfit to disgrace something which is considered
food for man. Therefore a man is obligated to be careful not to allow any unbefitting
statements to leave his mouth, even if this means that he needs to lengthen his
words- this is considered like a fence around speaking neveilat peh which is a severe
transgression.

3.2 Slang and the like
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Further our Rabbis have said that a person is obligated to pick his
words carefully and only use respectful/ dignified words and to leave
those that are not dignified- both regarding mundane conversations and
those regarding Torah as long as one doesn’t need to speak too long
using these dignified words because a person needs to be as short as
possible when teaching students.

What is dignified talk? That language which is fitting to be used by
noble people and those who have purity of language and they know the
difference between which words are dignified and which are their
replacements

4. Case Study
